The Reentry support beginsrplease, as OAR offers courses and case management inside tige Arli
ton County Detention Facility, as well as other local correctional facilities. OAR continues to work

with men and women postelease by providing the following assistance: emergency services

(such as food, clothing, transportation, and housing referrals), employment services (such as re-

sume building, practicing interview skills, and searching for and applying for jobs online), and

intensive case management. Our most intensive program has a low 10% recidivism rate com-

pared to the national 54%. In Community Service, OAR ensures that adults and youth who have

been courtordered to complete their community service hours do so successfully. This program

keeps people out of incarceration to begin with, and also strengthens our community by provid-

ing over $3 million of volunteer time to our local nonprofit partners. Our participants have a 90%

success rate of completion.
